THE BLESSINGS OF REDEMPTION

Westminster Shorter Catechism, Questions 63-69

Q. 63. What is the fifth commandment?
A. The fifth commandment is, “Honor your father and your mother, that your
days may be long in the land that the Lord your God is giving you.”



Q. 64. What is required in the fifth commandment?

A. The fifth commandment requires that we preserve the honor and perform the
duties appropriate to everyone in their various places and relations, whether in
authority over us, under our authority, or equals.

Q. 65. What is forbidden in the fifth commandment?

A. The fifth commandment forbids the neglect of, or doing anything against, the
honor and duty that belongs to everyone in their various places and relations to
us.

Q. 66. What is the reason added to the fifth commandment?

A. The reason added to the fifth commandment is a promise of long life and
prosperity (as far as it serves for God’s glory and their own good) to all who keep
this commandment.

Q. 67. What is the sixth commandment?
A. The sixth commandment is, “You shall not murder.”

Q. 68. What is required in the sixth commandment?
A. The sixth commandment requires all lawful efforts to preserve our own life and
others.

Q. 69. What is forbidden in the sixth commandment?
A. The sixth commandment forbids the taking away of our own life or the life of
our neighbor unjustly, as well as anything that tends to that.
